

Principle 7
Include opportunities for monitoring and self-evaluation.
 What opportunities am I giving my learners for reflection and self-evaluation of their learning?
What opportunities am I giving my learners to explore deeper questioning techniques?

Think, pair, share
Think, Pair, Share is a way of providing increased wait time so that students have time to think before they speak or write. It also provides opportunities for repetition and for practising and polishing language. This strategy is very easy to use and takes no preparation and it can be used across all learning areas.
The students first work individually writing down their ideas. Next they share their ideas with a partner and then with a larger group or whole class. It is important that students need to be able to share their partner’s ideas as well as their own.

Question Stem Grid and Question Dice – reflection of learning 

Question Stem Grid and Question Dice – can be used
· to seek understanding of where students are at with their learning (teacher conferencing)
· can be used in pairs, in small groups, whole class, teacher led, student led
· to seek understanding of what they enjoyed and why, what they didn’t enjoy and why 
· what they are curious about
· what are their next steps, how will they lead this
· to encourage deeper thinking
· to encourage “it depends thinking”.
